PREFACE

In 2006 the Intellectual Property Agency
of the Republic of Armenia continued implem-
entation of works on providing legal protection
of industrial property subject matters connec-
ted with adoption of applications, carrying out
examination, rendering protective documents
on inventions, utility models, industrial desig-
ns, trade marks, appellation of origin as well
as publication of official information and impl-
ementation of other works foreseen by its leg-
islation.

Attention has been paid to the works to-
wards development of the field, particularly to
the improvement of the legal field: the new
«Law on Copyright and Related Rights» as
well as the «Law on Making Amendments in
the Republic of Armenia Civil Code» have been
adopted and entered into force.

«Law on Making Amendments in the Re-
public of Armenia Law on State Fees» has
been drafted and adopted by the National As-
sembly.

A new website of the Agency has been
created, where trademarks registered by nati-
onal procedure, trademarks, which have been
granted legal protection by international proc-
edure, the databases of the well-known trade-
marks and the searching systems can be fou-
nd. Published Official Bulletins of the Agency
can be found on the website.
